D ear Parishioners and Friends,  

  Todayôs first reading is the third of four Servant of the 
Lord songs found in Isaiah. With each oracle, the personal cost 
increase until in Isaiah 52:13-53:12, the servant is killed and ña 
grave assigned him among the wickedò (Isaiah 53:9), a reading 
we hear on Good Friday. In this third song, the servant speaks 
in the first person, accepting his vocation, even though he is 
abused and insulted. To pluck anotherôs beard was a grave in-
sult in the ancient world. Despite the abuse, the prophet is unde-
terred: ñI have sent my face like flint, knowing that I shall not 
be put to shameò (Isaiah 50:7). 
      The hymn from Philippians, from which our second reading 
is taken, describes the humiliation and exaltation of Christ, rem-
iniscent of the sufferings heaped upon the Servant of the Lord 
in Isaiah. The hymn acknowledges Christôs preexistence, which 
makes his willingness to take on the form a slave even more 
dramatic. His humiliation and obedience lead to his death, 
which is ultimately Godôs triumph, since Christ is then exalted. 
Paul prefaces the ancient hymn with verse 2 that centers on 
love: ñComplete my joy by being of the same mind, with the 
same love, united in heart, thinking one thing.ò Christôs self-
emptying becomes the ultimate example of that love. 
      The triumphal entry into Jerusalem that begins todayôs litur-
gy little prepares us for our Gospel, which is the Passion of 
Jesus according to Matthew. Throughout this Gospel, Jesus has 
lived under the threat of death. Joseph takes his family to safe-
ty, just as Herod unleashes his slaughter on the innocents 
(Matthew 2:13), and relocates to Nazareth to avoid Herodôs son 
(Matthew 2:22). During Jesusô final days in Jerusalem, the chief 
priests and elders consult together in order to plan Jesusô death 
(Matthew 26:3-4). Matthew follows Markôs arrangement with 
some notable additions, including the regret of Judas and the 
prophetic dream of Pilateôs wife (Matthew 27:19). At the Last 
Supper, Matthew inserts that the cup is the blood of the cove-
nant, shed on behalf of many for the forgiveness of sins. He 
also adds to earthquake, often a symbol of Godôs coming. The 
apocalyptic beginning of the final age is evidenced by the open-
ing of tombs and the raising of the dead saints, who then enter 
into the holy city after Jesusô resurrection. (Matthew 27:53)..
