D ear Parishioners and Friends, 

 

  The first reading is likely from the period of Israel’s 
Babylonian exile, and was part of a collection of oracles at-
tributed to an unknown prophet preaching in the tradition of 
Isaiah. The majority of these oracles are found in Chapters 40-
55. The vision this prophet announces is one of redemption in 
which God will save the faithful exiles. Evidence of God’s 
presence is made manifest in the supernatural responses of na-
ture. The arid wilderness will bloom and rejoice. The fabled 
beauty of Lebanon and Carmel will now belong to the dry land 
of the desert and steppe. Some unnamed members are called to 
strengthen and make firm the returning exiles. God’s presence 
will not only be evident in nature. Human disabilities will be 
corrected. The blind will see, the deaf hear, the lame leap, and 
those without speech sing. This same verse will be cited by 
Jesus to describe His own ministry in today’s Gospel. 
       While the Letter of James and the oracle of Isaiah are ad-
dressed to two different communities more than five hundred 
years apart, they both speak with hope of the coming presence 
of god. James addresses a community in despair because of the 
delay of the parousia. “You too must be patient,” he admonish-
es. This echoes earlier encouragement to endure trials patiently. 
Until the time that Jesus returns, the community is to endure 
without complaint, taking the lives of the prophets as their 
guide. The grumbling against others may result from rising 
doubts about the coming judgment. 
       The question John sends via his disciples may puzzle some 
readers who remember John’s declaration in Matthew 3:11 that 
there one was coming who would be mightier that he, followed 
by his reluctant baptizing of Jesus. Likely, the source of this 
encounter and Jesus’ subsequent pronouncement about John 
comes from Q, a sayings source shared by Matthew and Luke, 
but not found in Mark. Jesus answers John’s disciples by citing 
Isaiah 35. Jesus is demonstrating the deeds that ported God’s 
presence among the people: the blind see, the lame walk, the 
sick are healed, etc. By describing his actions, Jesus is demon-
strating that He is the Messiah. No wonder Jesus adds, “And 
blessed is the one who takes no offense at me” (Matthew 11:6).

 Steele Repair Update 
 

A Restoration Journey that began with an 
engineering study in 2005 and has been on-
going since work initially began on a mas-
sive undertaking to completely restore and 
preserve the exterior of our church is com-
ing down the “home-stretch” with the final 
phase, “The Steeple Restoration.” This final 
phase is focusing on the upper portion of 
our twin spires. The first portion is now un-
derway; the steeple crosses were removed 
on Monday, November 21, 2022. The cross-
es were fabricated using 20 gauge copper 
and assembled in sections using detailed 
soldering. The ornate bases of the crosses, 
also fabricated of 20 gauge copper were 
made using an ornate design pattern and 
were pressed into shape using a molded 
template. The crosses were last refurbished 
in 1960, when the church received a similar 
exterior restoration. Since then, the 23-karat 
gold leafing has faded mainly due to expo-
sure to the sun’s UV rays and various 
weather conditions over the years. The 
crosses are being restored in the shops of the 
Hassler Steeplejack Company in Philadelph-
ia, PA. There, the crosses and their basses 
will be thoroughly cleaned and receive three 
(3) coated of surface treatment primer. That 
will be followed by the careful and delicate 
application of 23-karat gold leafing. The 
planned installation date is set for Monday, 
December 12th, weather permitting of 
course!  
 
After the installation of our newly restored 
Twin Spire Crosses, the steeplejack will 
carefully inspect and provide the necessary 
repairs and modifications to the steeple’s 
slate roofing tiles and the lead-coated cop-
per flashings. We will continue to keep you 
posted and the project continues. The work 
is being documented and many photos are 
capturing the progress.
